Sample Flow

TX: Person transmitting (sending) message
RX: Person receiving message

If Net Control calls person sending:
  TX: Rec Call-sign, Sender Call-sign, are you ready to copy?
If Net Control calls person receiving:
  RX: Sender Call-sign, Rec Call-sign

  RX: Ready to copy.
TX: Please copy number XXX.
TX: ( Read Preamble and To )
TX: Break for text.

  RX:  Go with Text.
TX: (Read Text)
TX: Break for Signature.

  RX: Go with Signature
TX:  (Read Signature)

If NO more messages:
TX:  End Number XXX, no more, how copy?
  RX:  QSL your number XXX
  RX:  Thanks for the Traffic
  RX:  Call-sign back to Net Control
TX:  Thanks for taking the traffic
TX:  Call-sign back to Net Control

Else
TX:  End Number XXX, X more, how copy?
  RX:  QSL your number XXX, Ready for next.
